FAST-MOVING CONSUMER
GOOD (FMCG)salesgrew 5.6%
in October compared with Sep-
tember, with Diwali pushing
month-on-month  growth,
according to retail intelligence
firm Bizom. Commodities and
confectionerysegmentsled the
growth, while sales of discre-
tionary items like beauty and
personal care remained sub-
dued, it said.

While sales were 5.2%
higher than the corresponding
period last year, just in the
Diwali period,they grew 10.6%
over the festive week last year.

Akshay D’Souza, chief of
growth and insight at Bizom,
said essentials or centre-of-the-
platekind of commodities such
aspackagedrice,atta,spicesand
oil sawabig spike,whereas con-
fectionery grew on the back of
gifting packs. Chocolates had a
double-digit growth, he said.

Sales of non-food discre-
tionary items like beauty and
personal care did not pickup as
much,which indicates that con-
sumers are still feeling the bite
of inflation, D’Souza said.

Sanjiv Mehta, managing
director of Hindustan Unilver
(HUL), had recently said that
while September saw better
sales than the last two months,
for October, one needs to look
beyond Diwali as well to really
assess demand. “That is when

we will get a sense whether the
offtake hasbeenbetterthanlast
year or not,” Mehta had said.
IntheJuly-September quar-
ter, HUL’s volumes improved
4%, supported by its premium
portfolio, while the industry’s
volumes fell 6% because of
inflationary pressures.
D’Souzasaid since inflation-
ary headwinds are still on con-
sumers'minds,companies may
need to provide much more
value to consumers going for-
ward. “We might see kiranas
looking toliquidate stocks built
up for Diwali before putting in
new stocks in the post-festival
period. This will drive brands
with excess stocks on shelves to
offer strong consumer and
retailer offers to help these
stocks fly off shelves even post
the Diwali season,which did not
happen the last two years as
there wasn’t much build-up in

rowth

stocks due to the pandemic,’
D’Souza said.

Mayank Shah, senior cate-
goryhead at Parle Products,said
their giftingrange did well dur-
ing Diwali and recorded nearly
12% growth over last year.
While inflation might impact
other categories,food as a cate-
gory would not really be
affected after Diwali, he said.

Nevertheless,sinceinflation
has been plaguing the FMCG
industrywith subdued volumes
for months, Shah said most
companies would decide by
mid-November if they would
continue festival offers on
products to push demand.

In October, states that saw
high Diwali stock were Maha-
rashtra (in cities like Kolhapur,
Aurangabad,Nashikand Pune),
followed by Tamil Nadu (Erode)
and Gujarat (Jamnagar, Rajkot
and Bhavnagar), Bizom said.

Delhi air still in “very poor’ zone

DELHI'S AIR QUALITY
improved slightly on the back
of favourable wind speed but
remained in the ‘very poor’cat-
egory on Sunday, with fore-
casters saying slow winds and
anincrease in stubble burning
may make it worse.
Environment minister
Gopal Rai said the Delhi gov-
ernment has set up 586 teams
to ensure strict implementa-
tion of the ban on construction

and demolition activities
announced by the Commis-
sion for Air Quality Manage-
ment (CAQM) on Saturday in
view of worsening air quality.

The share of stubble burn-
ing in Delhi’s PM2.5 pollution
rose to 26% on Sunday, the
highest this year. Delhi’s over-
allair quality index (AQI) stood
at367at9amanditimproved
to352at4 pm.

The 24-hour average AQI
on Saturdaywas 397,theworst
since January. It was 354 on
Thursday, 271 on Wednesday,

302 on Tuesday and 312 on
Monday (Diwali).

On Sunday, Anand Vihar

CCI ruling on MakeMyTrip, Oyo
spurs debate on price parity deals

THE COMPETITION COM-
MISSION of India's ¥392-
crore penalty on online travel
aggregators MakeMyTrip
(MMT) and Goibibo and hos-
pitality firm Oyo forinstances
of unfair business practices
has triggered a fresh debate
on price parity agreements
and discounting practices
implemented by consumer
Internet firms.

A price parity agreement
in a consumer Internet con-
text can be defined as a con-
tractunderwhich suppliers or
sellers are obligated to pro-
vide exclusive or lower
prices to an online platform
or better terms, even if the
sellers are workingwith other
rival platforms.

Legal experts told FE such
parity clauses in contracts
between hotel owners and
online travel aggregators
(OTAs) are prevalent and do
not necessarily hurt the com-
petition unless the OTA is a
dominant force. The entirety
of CCI’s judgment is based on
the examination of whether
MMT is a dominant force in
the online travel market. CCI
held that MMT is a dominant
player in the business of
“online intermediaries” that
aggregate hotels and lodges,
without taking into consider-
ation the offline market and
other meta-search engines.

MMT may appeal this rul-
ing by attempting to prove its
total market share should be
based on all available hotel
booking options. These
include meta-search sites like
Google and Expedia, online
booking portals operated by
hotel brands, and direct front
desk bookings in the offline
channel.

ing.com, which hardly has a
single-digit market share in
India's hotel booking space,
also has parity clauses. Since
it'snotadominant force,how-
ever, this does not adversely
affect the competition. Sud-
hinder, however, said since a
consumer looks at all suitable
options before finalising a
hotel booking, CCI’s exclusion
of relevant booking channels
to determine MMT’s market
share is contestable.

“For example, five-star
hotel properties such as Taj
are always in high demand
and offer bookings at high
prices at their front desk. If
OTAs or search engines
compete to offer discounts or
added benefits such as free
breakfast coupons, the
end user will compare all
options before finalising a

booking,” Sudhinder said.
Price and room parity
agreements are common,
especiallyamong online travel
aggregators and other con-
sumer Internet apps, said
industry experts and lawyers
that FE spoke with. In fact, the
director general of CCI while
investigating MMT and Oyo
found that priceand room par-
ity clauses are “implemented
widely by all OTAs in the hotel
industry”. But such agree-
ments were deemed illegal in
international jurisprudence
when it comes to the travel
market, CCl added in its order.
Nevertheless, MMT's previ-
ous agreements with Oyo,
underwhichitdelisted thelat-
ter’s competitors such as Fab-
Hotels and Treebo, are
still widely considered
“predatory” by legal experts

and other executives in the
travel market.

“During CCI’s investiga-
tion, it does seem like they
(MMT and Oyo) tried to give
some justification for their
behaviour (of delisting com-
petitors) but one can see
throughit easily.Therearealot
of issues with CCI’s order
which can be contested in
court, but there are a lot of
issueswiththe MMTand Oyo’s
previous market behaviour as
well,” said Sudhinder.

The CCI, while passing its
order last week, took note of
Oyo's exclusivity deal with
MMT as well. After signing the
deal, MMT delisted Treebo and
Fabhotels, essentially denying
both players access to a large
share of the market. The CCI
hadearlierordered MMT-Go to
reinstate Treeboand FabHotels'
hotel room listings on its plat-
form in March 2021 after the
two startups approached the
authority in February 2020.

A lawyer who has previ-
ously represented clients
before the CCI and various
high courts told FE that Oyo,at
the time of its close competi-
tors being delisted from the
MMT platform in 2018,was a
significant player in the hotel
franchisee market. Subse-
quent to its merger with
Goibibo in 2017, MMT
became the largest player in
OTA bookings, with a 70%
share of the market. Oyo’s tie-
up with MMT created a
monopolistic situation in the
vertical sector of hotel fran-
chisors, the lawyer said.

“The very public tie-up ...
deprived the competitors to
have access to the largest plat-
form for OTA bookings. Creat-
ing entry barriers in a market-
place is against the interest of
hotel owners, other (travel)
aggregators, anti-customer
and therefore grossly against
national interest at large,” the
lawyer said.

FAST-MOVING CONSUMER
GOOD (FMCG) sales grew
5.6% in October compared
with September, with Diwali
pushing month-on-month
growth, according to retail
intelligence firm Bizom. Com-
modities and confectionery
segmentsled the growth,while
sales of discretionaryitemslike
beauty and personal care
remained subdued, it said.

While sales were 5.2%
higher than the corresponding
period last year, just in the
Diwali period, they grew 10.6%
over the festive week last year.

Akshay D’Souza, chief of
growth and insight at Bizom,
said essentials or centre-of-
the-plate kind of commodities
such as packaged rice, atta,
spices and oil saw a big spike,
whereas confectionery grewon
the back of gifting packs.
Chocolates had a double-digit
growth, he said.

Sales of non-food discre-
tionary items like beauty and
personal caredid not pickupas
much, which indicates that
consumers are still feeling the
bite of inflation, D’Souza said.

Sanjiv Mehta, managing
director of Hindustan Unilver
(HUL), had recently said that
while September saw better
sales than the last two months,
for October, one needs to look
beyond Diwali as well to really
assess demand. “That is when

better terms, even if the sellers
are working with other
rival platforms.

Legal experts told FE such
parity clauses in contracts
between hotel owners and
online travel aggregators
(OTAs)are prevalent and do not
necessarily hurt the competi-
tion unless the OTA is a domi-
nant force.The entirety of CCI’s
judgment is based on the
examination of whether MMT
is a dominant force in the
online travel market. CCI held
that MMTisa dominant player
inthebusiness of “online inter-
mediaries” that aggregate
hotelsand lodges,without tak-
ing into consideration the
offline marketand other meta-
search engines.

MMT may appeal this rul-
ing by attempting to prove its
total market share should be
based on all available hotel
booking options.Theseinclude
meta-search sites like Google
and Expedia, online booking
portals operated by hotel
brands, and direct front desk
bookings in the offline chan-
nel.

R Sudhinder, partner at
Benglauru-based law firm
Argus Partners, said
Booking.com, which hardly
hasasingle-digit market share
in India's hotel booking space,
also has parity clauses. Since
it'snotadominant force,how-
ever, this does not adversely
affect the competition. Sud-

consumer looks at all suitable
options before finalising a
hotel booking, CCI’s exclusion
of relevant booking channels
to determine MMT’s market
share is contestable.

If
OTAs or search engines
compete to offer discounts or
added benefits such as free
breakfast coupons, the
end user will compare all
options before finalising a
booking,” Sudhinder said.

Price and room parity
agreements are common,
especiallyamongonline travel
aggregators and other con-
sumer Internet apps, said
industry experts and lawyers
that FE spoke with.In fact, the
director general of CCI while
investigating MMT and Oyo
found that priceand room par-
ity clauses are “implemented
widely by all OTAs in the hotel
industry”. But such agree-
ments were deemed illegal in
international jurisprudence

when it comes to the travel
market, CCI added in its order.

Nevertheless, MMT's previ-
ous agreements with Oyo,
underwhichitdelisted the lat-
ter’s competitors such as Fab-
Hotels and Treebo, are still
widely considered “predatory”
bylegal expertsand other exec-
utives in the travel market.

“During CCI’s investiga-
tion, it does seem like they
(MMT and Oyo) tried to give
some justification for their
behaviour (of delisting com-
petitors) but one can see
throughiteasily.Therearealot
of issues with CCI’s order
which can be contested in
court, but there are a lot of
issueswiththe MMTand Oyo’s
previous market behaviour as
well,” said Sudhinder.

The CCI, while passing its
order last week, took note of
Oyo's exclusivity deal with
MMT as well. After signing the
deal, MMT delisted Treeboand
Fabhotels, essentially denying
both players access to a large
share of the market. The CCI
had earlier ordered MMT-Go

player in the hotel franchisee
market. Subsequent to its
merger with Goibibo in 2017,
MMTbecamethelargest player
in OTA bookings, with a 70%
share of the market. Oyo’s tie-
up with MMT created a
monopolistic situation in the
vertical sector of hotel fran-
chisors, the lawyer said.

“The very public tie-up ...
deprived the competitors to
have access to the largest plat-
form for OTA bookings. Creat-
ing entry barriers in a market-
place is against the interest of
hotel owners, other (travel)
aggregators, anti-customer
and therefore grossly against
national interest at large,” the
lawyer said.

Abench of Chief Justice Uday
Umesh Lalit and justices S
Ravindra Bhat and Bela M
Trivedi is scheduled to hear as
many as 232 petitions, mostly
PILs,on October 31 on theissue
of CAA.In a detailed 150-page
affidavit, the Ministry of Home
Affairssaid,“Parliamentis com-
petent to make laws for the
whole oranypartof the territory
of India as provided in Article
245 (1) of The Constitution”.

Seeking dismissal of the
pleas, the affidavit, filed by
Sumant Singh, MHA joint secre-
tary,said the CAA “facilitates
the grant of citizenship to
migrants belonging to Hindu,
Sikh, Buddhist, Jain, Parsi and
Christian communities from
Afghanistan, Bangladesh and
Pakistan who entered in India
on or before December 31,
